 The Chairman called the meeting to order and the Assistant County

Center had moved several weeks prior and was fully operational.  Many of 
the Deputies and Administrative Staff had moved to the new building earlier 
that day.  Mrs. Matthews requested that the Board give consideration to a 
formal name for the building to be discussed at the August 21, 2007eeting of 
the Board.  Mr. Oertel suggested that the Board consider recognizing the 
Blanton family in naming the building.
