The Chairman gave background information regarding the
reservoir project, and stated that Cumberland and Henrico are
currently working towards a mutually agreeable Memorandum of
understanding (MOU) where Henrico County would own and
operate the Reservoir. All Board members present agreed that
this is a worth-while project so long as the interests of the County
and the Citizens were protected.

One citizen expressed concerns with the project and the
effect on the property owners in the immediate area. Another
citizen requested to participate in the closed meeting.
